EFLAND — Special voter
registration for the Junme 3
Orange County referendum on
four volunteer fire de-
partments now is underway
and a special kickoff meeting
will be held Monday night at
7:30 o'clock at Efland Ele-
mentary School

Monday’s meeling will be
1o begin the registration drive
and encourage people {o re-
iurn to the school to register

May 13, May 20 and Mav
27 from 9 am. {0 5 p.m.

The four proposed volunteer
fire departments are Efland,
Eno, Orange Rural and New
Hope. The Efland district will
include the rural area between
Efland and Mebane, coming
to the Alamance County line.

Only voters n the four dis-
tricts will be able to vote
on their proposed district and
speeial registration in addition
1o normal voting registration

is necessary for the referen-
dum.

If voters approve the estab-
lishment of a fire district in
their area the county will have
the right to tax residents up
to 15 cents per $100 valuation
on their property. The tax
rafe for each district will be
set each year by the County
Commissioners  afler re-
viewing a request of a board
of ftrustees. A board o1
{rustees will be appointed for
cach fire district and will pre-

pare a budge! each year (o
be presented to the com-

missioners.

The Efland district was pro-
posed because the area be-
tween Mebane and Efland was
not served by the neighboring
Mebane and Hillshorough fire
departments. I[ the Efland
proposal passes the Mebane
department will continue tn
serve (he area of Osange 1
1s now serving and the Efland
depastment will assist on a
mutual aid basis.
